	Text Field 7: 1 in 4 children will be exposed to domestic violence in their lifetime. Children who live in homes where there is domestic violence also suffer abuse or neglect at high rates (30% to 60%) and are more likely to have health problems, including becoming sick more often and having frequent headaches or stomachaches. There is hope! Early interventions can help reduce trauma symptoms and prevent future cycles of violence.
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
